• a socially defined category of people who 
identify with each other based on common 
ancestral, social, cultural or national 
experience.

Tutsi Hutu



Tutsi

• Tutsi king took power in 
1860- aristocracy

• Belgian Colonial Rule: 
Tutsi as supervisors

• Thousands killed after 
king overthrown- many 
exiled to neighbouring
countries

• Eventually form RPF and 
begin civil war

• Servants of Tutsi

• Used as forced labour

• Before independence, 
threw over Tutsi king

Hutu



1933- given ethnic identity card



Between April and June 1994, 

an estimated 800,000 

Rwandans were killed in the 

space of 100 days – most of 

them Tutsis.
