How-To Article

Do you know how to execute a perfect rugby tackle? Bake the best cookies?  Win that game every time?
If you’ve ever written down a recipe or shared do-it-yourself instructions with a friend, you already understand the basic structure of how-to writing.  How-tos inform the reader of what they need to do to get their desired result.

How-tos are written as a sequence- first you do this, and then you do this.  Start at what you consider the beginning, and just keep answering the question “what happens next?”  Before you know it, you will have a draft of a how-to article!
Step 1: Select Your Topic

Choose a topic that interests you and that you are an “expert” at.  Make sure that it is specific enough so that it is not too long.

Step 2: Write Your Draft
Write a rough draft, including everything you can think of.  (See attached example article)
1. Lead with a Great Title that clearly tells your reader what you will tell them how to do.

2. Begin with a simple introduction, maybe relating a personal experience as to how you came to know about the topic, or how simple it was to learn.  

3. Include any supplies, tools, or resources needed, so they can prepare in advance.

4. Write the instructions in order.  Keep them short and simple, and stick to one thought per step.
5. Create Mental Images- since your article doesn’t include photos, use words to paint a picture.  

6. Conclude with Cautions, Tips, and Advice
Step 3: Self-Edit

Double-check to see that you’ve included every step in the process.  How-to articles need to be detailed but very clear.  You want your reader to walk away knowing exactly what they need to do.  

Checklist:

· Did you adequately describe the ingredients/supplies needed to complete the task?

· Did you include all the important steps?

· Does the order make sense?

· Did you use words that indicate sequence: first, next, then, after?

· Did you warn readers of possible pitfalls?

Step 4: Peer Edit

Have a friend read through your article and give feedback on anything you need to add or clarify.  Do they now understand the process?  Are there any steps missing?  Is there anything else they would like to know about the subject?  Use your friend’s suggestions to make any changes to your article.
